A NOTE FROM FR. SCOTT… 
 
About a week ago I was watching television.  It happened 
to be a stormy evening and every ten minutes or so an 
announcement about the impending bad weather inter-
rupted the program.  I have to admit I was a bit an-
noyed—I probably would have been less annoyed if I was 
in the path of the “possible tornado”, but since I wasn’t, I 
was (annoyed). 
 Later, as I reflected on the moment, I shifted my an-
noyance from the people who interrupted my viewing to 
myself.  Why was I annoyed?  The message was cer-
tainly an important one for some people, even if I wasn’t 
one of them.  In my defense (and a poor one it is) I can 
only say that I still suffer from self-centeredness. 
 Surprise. 
 Self-centeredness is a difficult condition of which to 
rid ourselves.  We “learn” it as young children (it’s actually 
a biological reality)—in truth, it’s how we learn to survive 
and become our own person, so it has a purpose.  Unfor-
tunately, we have a tendency to hold onto it into adult-
hood more than necessary and it’s the main reason we 
sin.  We want what we want when we want it—since 
much of the world operates on the self-centeredness prin-
ciple, we even convince ourselves that’s the way life is 
meant to be. 
 However, if we pay attention to God’s Word—
especially in the voice of Jesus, the human face of God—
then we discover that’s not the way life is meant to be.  
Jesus gave us a different example: dying to self 
(ishness); living for God and for others, especially the 
most vulnerable in our world.  On our own, we can never 
hope to follow the example of Jesus, but we’re not on our 
own. 
 By virtue of our baptism, we’ve been given the gift of 
the Holy Spirit Who empowers us to live a more Christ-
centered life, rather than just a self-centered life.  It re-
quires an ongoing relationship with God—a willingness to 
be people of prayer and of service, letting the Holy Spirit 
guide our thoughts and actions.  (The Spirit is a pretty 
good guide, One Who can never lead us toward sin.) 
 So I continue to wrestle with my own self-
centeredness—I don’t ever expect to perfect it, but there 
is (lots of) room for improvement.
